1) Call Meeting to Order, President White

a) Audit results, 2006-2007 

i) Pam Jentz & Lorna Whalen went through books and found everything to be satisfactory

b) 2009 fund raiser ideas

i) Cookbook with Department info/history/stories/bloopers (work on throughout 2008/early 2009).  

(1) This project is on hold until September when we have had a chance to touch base with chiefs 

(2) For the time being the cookbook can be worked on slowly 

(a) As members find recipes they would like to include or have anecdotal stories about their departments, they can send the information to Diane as they have it available (rather than sending everything all at once)

(b) Pam Jentz suggested that members could contact wives of department members for some recipe ideas.

ii) Flag fund raiser

(1) Ordered 25; sold 7 to WFSAA members; sold a couple of them at desk

(2) Diane Yashinsky will hold onto extras and they can be sold as the year continues.  Please contact Diane to purchase a flag.

iii) Brat Sale at Safety Expo in October; Carol Poklasny will be the contact for this event and she will be sending out more information and a sign-up – Saturday, Oct. 11 

iv) Ideas were offered for inexpensive items that could be sold at the 2009 WSFCA Convention that could be taken home:

(2) Other small items that could be sold for $3/5

(a) Diane Yashinsky mentioned that she could buy a CD of fire service-related embroidery patterns for $70 for her sewing machine; she’ll bring the sheet of images that are included for members to review and decide if it seems like a worthwhile investment.

v) Due to the success of the quilt raffle WFSAA will repeat this fund-raiser for 2009, possibly having a full size quilt and a baby quilt as two separate prizes

7) Open Forum

i) WFSAA needs to have more supplies available, such as additional tickets and agendas, so that if something was missed when assembling packets it can be provided to the attendee when they pick up their packet

(1) They sent vendors to us for information but didn’t give us the information

(2) Having vendor maps available so that vendors can get set up

iv) 2008 was the 2nd year in a row that SAMI did not staff booth during WFSAA association meeting
